Indoor Soccer Registration 2016-2017 Information

Season runs from about mid-October to beginning of February, one game a week on the
days listed above, and some practices along the way, usually on a week night.

Registration: All registration for the indoor season MUST BE completed on-line using
the ENZSA portal on their website. The link is https://emsasoccerportal.com/ui/ and will be
activated by July 27". You are to use the same account you created for the outdoor sea-
son. After you have completed the registration process you will be required to print 2 copies
of the form and bring to a registration session that will be held at Fraser Community
League 14720 21 St NW.

e When registering you may pay on-line using credit card. Cash Payments can be
made at one of the registration sessions.

e Community league memberships you may purchase a 2016-2017 membership on-line
for $30 ($25+$5 Admin fee) or it will be available at registration for $25.

e At the payment session you will also receive your volunteer commitment. There is one
commitment per player and you must leave a $200 deposit which will be returned up-
on completion of your commitment.

e All Teams U8 and higher there will be a $75 Jersey Deposit that will be held until the
return of the undamaged Jersey.

e At registration sessions cash, credit card or payment by cheques will be accepted.
