At the end of September the Park Committee met with City Planners to move 
forward on the park design. By the end of the year the committee should be 
hearing from the City Planners on a basic design and by the beginning of the 
new year, the committee will come forward with the design to show the community the new park con-
cept. We hope to break ground with the park by the summer of 2018. Right now the estimated costs 
for everything we have asked for is $1.5-1.75 million.
